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CHENNAI, AUG.26. The Mahabharata is the
saga of the Pandavas and the Kauravas
culminating in the Kurukshetra war. This
epic is different from the Ramayana in that
it has innumerable characters. There are
repetitions and contradictory statements,
which cannot be understood by self-study.
The philosophical import of the text can be
gleaned only when it is studied under pre-
ceptors or with the aid of commentary. The
Mahabharata Tatparya Nirnaya of Madh-
vacharya is one such commentary, which
gives insight into many perplexities in the
epic. For instance, it is difficult to ascertain
who the hero is of the Mahabharata. Is it
Yudishtra, Lord Krishna or Bhima? If this
position is a formal one then it must be
Yudishtra who ascended the throne of
Hastinapura after the war. It can be Bhima
if action is the focus because it was he who
vanquished many of the villains. Lord
Krishna is the kingmaker and without Him
the whole story will fizzle out. 

The Mahabharata can be compared to a
beautiful garland in which Lord Krishna is
like the thread. He remains invisible most
of the time but His presence is inevitable to
the storyline just as the thread is necessary
to keep the flowers in place in a garland.
One needs the penetrating eye of knowl-
edge to appreciate His actual role in it.
Thus His deeds described in the epic might
at times seem antithetical to His actual in-
tention and hence baffling, said Swami Vi-
dyasagara Madhava Theertha in his
discourse.

Lord Krishna as ambassador of the Pan-
davas is one such instance. He went as an
envoy to avert a fratricidal war but as the
Almighty He had manifested to establish
righteousness on the Earth and thus had to
exterminate evil. So He allowed the war to
take place. Madhvacharya gives this in-
sight. Another perplexity can be seen in
Krishna’s statement when He met the Pan-
davas in the Kamyaka forest after Yudish-
tra lost the game of dice. Krishna told
Yudishtra, “If I had been at Dwaraka at the
time of the tragedy … I would have stopped
this game of dice.” It would have made
sense had Krishna stated Hastinapura in-
stead of Dwaraka because the incident
happened there. The commentary throws
light on this. Dwaraka refers to the human
body. Though the Lord is present in every-
one as the protector, Krishna hints that He
is not party to man’s sins like gambling.
Hence He did not come to Yudishtra’s res-
cue even though He held the Pandavas as
His very life. Raghavendra Theertha, a pre-
ceptor in the lineage of Madhvacharya has
in his work, the Bhava Sangraha, summar-
ised the Mahabharata Tatparya Nirnaya in
32 verses for the purpose of daily prayer.

Value of Art
C. Rajagopalachari, Chief Minister

of Madras, declared open an exhibi-
tion of the paintings of Y. G. Srimathi,
under the auspices of the South India
Society of Painters, on August 25, at
the Museum Theatre, Madras, before
a select gathering.

At the outset, D. P. Ray Chowdhury
said that every form of art revealed a
symbol of beauty, which was attained
only through sincere search and hard
labour. He was constrained to say, he
said, that many criticis particularly of
the new order, did not even know
which part of a painting was called
technique and how one part was dis-
tinct from the other. There was now a
sudden rush for quick cultural attain-
ment, in consequence of which cer-
tain enthusiasts were to be found who
used such phrases as “effortless exe-
cution,” without understanding the
full implications of the terms.

Referring to the pictures of Sri-
mathi, he said that seeing them one
felt great relief. Her arrangement of
colours had a “musical quality”. Sri-
mathi “could have been easily de-
scribed as a genius for the amount of
pains she takes to see the minutest de-
tails carried out in order, and the ar-
rangements of the composition
balanced to the best of her knowl-
edge.” But details too had their dan-
gerous elements, since all of them “do
not make for profit unless they are fil-
tered.” This was where a scientific
training was required.

Rajagopalachari said that they had
heard an address from one of their
best and biggest exponents of art. He
had dealt severely with critics. “I en-
tirely agree. It is a very rare thing for
me to say so but today I am in the
position of being able to say. I endorse
everything he said. I think that he has
given you an example of how one
should express himself truthfully
without any kind of inhibition of fear
and flattery whatsoever.”

Rajagopalachari said that Mr.
Chowdhury had expressed his own
(CR’s) opinion in regard to the mod-
ern attempts to divert art, so to say
from beauty. “You cannot have art
without beauty. But there are attempts
today to make the impossible possi-
ble. There are many curious things in
the world. But they are not all art. It is
only beautiful things that can become
matter for the expression of human
feeling called art.”

‘Announce wheat support price early’

NEW DELHI, AUG. 25. Farm scientists have ad-
vised the Government to advance the dec-
laration of the minimum support price for
the next rabi (wheat) crop to enable farmers
in drought-affected regions to plan out
their cropping pattern to minimise losses in
kharif. The support price is the one the
Government pays to farmers for procuring
foodgrains for the Public Distribution Sys-
tem, and depending upon the price de-
clared, farmers sow the crop for the next
season.

Significantly, however, the Government
had not declared the minimum support
price for kharif (rice) crops this season
though much of the plantation has been
done. Asking the Government to look at its
policy for import and export of foodgrains,
the scientists have suggested that wheat ex-
port be stepped up so that there is enough
foreign exchange in hand to import oilseeds
and pulses, if necessary.

Shortfall in fodder is also expected and it
is feared that if it gets to become acute, then
the Government may have to release its old
stocks of foodgrains to be used as cattle-
feed to save the livestock which is suffering

from shortage of water. 
Loss in production due to “one of the

most widespread drought this season’’ is
estimated at up to 15 per cent, while loss in
productivity (yield per hectare) is likely to
be up to 20 per cent due to scanty rainfall. A
shortfall in coarse cereals, oilseeds and
pulses is also expected. A loss of about 10 to
15 million tonnes in rice is expected.

At an inter-institutional meeting of farm
scientists to devise strategies for maximis-
ing rabi output, agriculture scientists have
agreed on 10-point strategies that the Gov-
ernment must adopt, the Director-General
of Indian Council for Agriculture Research,
Punjab Singh, told the press here on
Saturday.

On the top of the agenda is strengthening
the extension system with farmers in the
drought-affected regions to help them out
with inputs for short duration crop that
they must grow before the coming rabi
season.

To enhance the total rabi output, scien-
tists emphasise that the area under ‘boro’
rice in the northeastern region be increased
in the northeast, while the cultivation of
maize be raised in eastern Uttar Pradesh,
Bihar and parts of West Bengal.

Scientists have suggested an increase in
subsidy to pressurised irrigation systems
such as drip irrigation and sprinklers even
for sugar and orchards to bring more areas
under cultivation in Rajasthan, Madhya
Pradesh and Maharashtra. 

They have suggested that the Govern-
ment provide subsidy to zero tillage seed
drills to enable farmers to plant wheat crop
without preparing the field and save time.

They have also advised that more rainfed
areas in the northern and central parts of
the country be covered under oilseeds and
pulses. The rainfed areas which have had
late rainfall should conserve water for
enough moisture to plant oilseeds and
pulses. In Tamil Nadu, Karnataka, Orissa,
Jharkhand and Chhattisgarh, particularly in
the drought-affected regions, scientists
have advised for growing alternative crops
such as horsegram, rabi millets, sweet pota-
to and Tapioca.

The Director of the Indian Agriculture
Research Institute, S. Nagarajan, said farm-
ers in Punjab and Haryana should go in for
sowing pre-rabi, short-duration mustard
and vegetables such as raddish, cauli flower
and cabbage whose foliage could be used as
fodder. 

M.P. panel to probe sati incident

BHOPAL, AUG. 25. After the Na-
tional Commission for Women
submitted a report asking the
Madhya Pradesh Government
to set up a special court to try
those who failed to stop Kuttu
Bai from committing sati at Pat-
na Tamoli village of Panna dis-
trict on August 6, it is now the
turn of the State Commission
for Women to probe the
incident.

The terms of reference for the
probe have been fixed by the
State Government. An official
statement here said: “The State
Commission for Women would
enquire into the “unnatural
death’’ of Kuttu Bai and go into
the circumstances which led to
her unnatural death. It would
also ascertain whether Kuttu
Bai had announced prior to the
incident that she would em-
brace death by burning herself
in her husband’s pyre”.

The commission would also
ascertain whether the incident
was pre-planned or the result of
momentary excitement caused
by the prevailing atmosphere

and circumstances. It would al-
so probe whether or not the dis-
trict administration had made
suitable attempts to prevent the
incident and would fix individu-
al responsibility.

This announcement comes
close on the heels of the August
17 decision of the State Cabinet
Committee of Political Affairs to
accept the National Commis-
sion’s recommendations.

The National Commission’s
contention was that charges
should have been immediately
framed and that the district au-
thorities and police officials as
well as the panchayat union
functionaries and villagers who
failed to perform their duty
should be tried in a special
court. It also took the stand that
Kuttu Bai had committed Sati.

The Cabinet Committee deci-
sion notwithstanding, the Gov-
ernment has apparently
accepted the recommendations
only to the extent of taking “dis-
ciplinary action’’ against the of-
ficials posted in Patna Tamoli
for not trying to stop the “un-
natural death’’ of Kuttu Bai.

The State Commission would

be urged to fix individual re-
sponsibility for dereliction of
duty. But it remains to be seen
whether those found responsib-
le for dereliction would be tried
under the Sati Act or just face
departmental action. In the
meanwhile, the Government
has decided in terms of invok-
ing the provisions for collective
fine on all the residents of the
village for the “unnatural
death’’.

Fear grips villagers
UNI reports:
Meanwhile, the residents of

Patna Tamoli village live in an
atmosphere of fear on account
of apprehensions of Govern-
ment action and punishment.
However, Ravindra Pistor, Col-
lector, said their apprehensions
were unjustified as only those
associated with the incident
would be summoned for inter-
rogation. 

Apart from imposing collec-
tive fine, the State Government
has also decided not to provide
any aid to the village during the
next two years. 

AI to stop unviable
Guwahati-Bangkok

flights
GUWAHATI, AUG. 25. Air India will
soon stop flights on the Guwa-
hati-Bangkok sector, while the
Civil Aviation Ministry is toying
with the idea of replacing it with
an Indian Airlines (IA) flight to
Bangkok.‘‘The flight will be
stopped due to lack of commer-
cial viability as it has so far
made a loss of nearly Rs. 6
crores,’’ a top officer of Air India
said, adding that the Union Civ-
il Aviation Minister, Shahnawaz
Hussain, had been actively con-
sidering replacing it with IA
flights. 

Air India launched its flight to
Bangkok from Guwahati on
April 4 with much fanfare but
not a single flight has flown with
more than 40 per cent seat oc-
cupancy leaving the national
carrier with a whopping loss of
Rs. 6 crore in just five months of
operation. ‘‘This is too much
and we cannot allow it to hap-
pen. In every flight we are losing
around Rs. 18 to Rs. 20 lakh and
in all the 29 flights operated so
far never has the capacity of
passengers exceeded 40 per
cent,’’ he said. — UNI
