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CHENNAI, AUG. 29. While innumerable are
the glorious qualities of the Lord and un-
limited are His powers, the most incom-
parable and enduring one among them is
His readiness to overlook all the imper-
fections of a devotee, ignore his faults
and show him the path to His Divine Em-
pire. Man’s mistakes (amounting to sins)
will usually arise out of his use of words
(speech), thoughts and deeds. His of-
fence against godly men and flippant re-
marks and gossip may result in his
rebirths as dumb animals and birds. But
the Lord will wipe out all his sinful acts as
He alone has the capacity to carry out
anything, which He resolves. His com-
passion is compared to that of a mother
towards her wayward son who absents
himself from home. The former will for-
give and forget his conduct and coming to
know that he is in an inn without food, will
go there even stealthily, comfort him and
see that he eats. Without our knowledge,
God can remove our failings, a quality
that He alone can display. Man’s powers
are extremely limited and hence he has
to seek the protection of the Lord. This
very restricted ability has been likened to
a pile of waste and rubbish being unaf-
fected even by a gale, but the moment a
mild breeze wafted, it got blown away. In
the Mahabharata, the wicked Duryodha-
na ordered everyone in an assembly not
to rise when Lord Krishna was due to
arrive on His peace parleys, but the
Lord’s majesticity and effulgence made
everyone, including Duryodhana to stand
up and offer their obeisance. Can a man
spin a simple cocoon or unwind the nest
of a bird built out of twigs? 

Dealing with the efficacy of reciting the
Vishnu Sahasranama, in a discourse, Sri
K.B. Devarajan referred to the questions
put by Yudhishtra to Bhishma about the
nature of the Supreme Deity, which is the
highest goal, whom should one worship,
whose names should be chanted, which
is the greatest Dharma and what is the
means to get released from bondage.
The grandsire replied that the names of
Krishna should be sung to secure liber-
ation, recitation of the Bhagawan’s holy
names is the highest Dharma and Vishnu
is the Supreme Deity. Bhishma affirms
through the divine poem, Vishnu Sahas-
ranama, that He will remove all sorrows
of devotees and makes clear how the
names spell out the manifestations of the
Supreme Reality, His incarnations, His
impeccable qualities, how He pervades
all that He possesses and how He directs
and controls the universe.

A GUIDE TO RADIO AND TELEVISION

Avoiding world war
India’s Vice-President Dr. S. Rad-

hakrishnan declared in Bombay on
August 27 that the present trend in in-
ternational politics was a “triumph of
Hitler’s philosophy”. Speaking at a re-
ception held in his honour by the
United Women’s Organisations Com-
mittee, representing 80 women orga-
nisations, he said, “Hitler preached
that Russia should be crushed. He
lived, fought and died for that.”

“We find that at present there is a
group of Western nations trying to
crush Russia. Does it not indicate that
Hitler’s philosophy is still alive? he
asked. “If Hitler were alive today he
would have considered the present
moment a supreme triumph of his
philosophy,” the Vice-President
added.

“We must realise that even if Russia
is defeated peace will not have been
won. We will be faced with many so-
cial problems. We live today in a world
of nightmare. We fought one war for
democracy safe and another to defeat
Hitlerism,” he added.

Dr. Radhakrishnan said “Wars are
not fought due to hatred but due to
misunderstanding and universal fear.
We must try to develop understanding
on healthier lines.’’ “The stability of
the civilisation is based more on the
character of women who are able to
preserve their ideals”, said the Vice-
President. 

“The challenge before mankind to-
day is creation or destruction. There is
the threat of war with atomic weapons
which will crush civilisation. Is it not
time that women who are famous for
that greater virtue of love, stepped in
and taught men how to behave bet-
ter?” he added.

Dr. Radhakrishnan advised women
“not to imitate men in everything, but
remain as women and have qualities
for which your are famous.” 

He said he had seen women dress-
ing like men, smoking like men, and
cutting their hair like men, with the
result that “I find it sometimes diffi-
cult to distinguish men and women.”

Criticising this tendency of “trying
to improve on creation by imitating
and by not being one’s own self” he
said “because men and women are
different, there is such a thing a love in
this world.”

“Man is partly savage and partly
babe. It is women’s duty to tame the
savage and train the babe”, he added.

‘Thoughtless opening of accounting profession’ 
S. Gurumurthy, Convener,
Chartered Accountants Action
Committee, writes:

The accountancy profession
intimately connected to the
world of finance which, in turn,
dominates the world of com-
merce, is regarded as a critical
area by all developed nations.
Therefore none of the Western
countries, including the U.S.
which swears by free trade, has
so far opened up their account-
ing sector to foreign players.
But the Indian Government has
precisely done what even the
developed nations have not
dared to do and opened up the
accounting profession to for-
eign players, that too
unilaterally.

This thoughtless opening of
the accounting profession since
1991— particularly the consul-
tancy services sector openly
and the audit services sector
surreptitiously — has resulted
in total and unfair advantage to
the foreign CA firms even in In-
dia. Consequently, there is no
level playing field for the Indian
CA firms even in India, not to
speak of level playing field
abroad. This has gravely affect-
ed the interests of the India CA
profession, an army of about
1,00,000 globally competent

professionals in danger of being
marginalised in their own
country. This has directly mess-
ed up the national interests al-
so, as the collective interest of
the Indian CA profession ap-
proximates to national interest.

What has been missed in this
mess is the fact that the Indian
economy has been opened far
ahead of the WTO schedule. For
instance, the negotiations for
opening the services sector is
yet to commence at the WTO.
But many areas of Indian ser-
vices sector have been fully
opened up unilaterally, allow-
ing foreign players into the In-
dian economy without
securing, by negotiation, corre-
sponding rights for the Indian
players to operate abroad. One
of the professions so opened up
very early is the consulting sec-
tor in which CAs predominate.
Today, virtually the consulting
work in India has been taken
over by the multinational con-
sultancy firms. This has doubly
prejudiced the national inter-
est. First, multinational consul-
tancy firms have invaded the
Indian market and marginal-
ised the Indian CA firms, using
their interface with global fi-
nance, which dominates the In-
dian financial sector also.

Second, because the multina-
tional CA firms are already in
India, we have already lost our
negotiating power in India to
get something in return for the
country in the WTO negotia-
tions for allowing them into
India.

In addition, there is stealthy
and surreptitious entry of for-
eign audit firms into national
audit work using local surro-
gates, which is totally illegal.
The Government had given per-
mission to these global audit
firms to carry on only consult-
ing business in India. Even this,
as already seen, is unwise and
against the national interests.
But subsequent to their entry
these firms have entered into
separate arrangements with lo-
cal firms allowing them an ac-
cess to the audit and
accounting professions. The of-
ficial journal of the Institute of
Chartered Accountants of India
(ICAI) (June 2002 issue) charged
this surrogate entry as ‘‘circum-
vention of the law of the land’’.
Though they entered India sur-
reptitiously, they nevertheless
operate in India openly. 

The global CA firms also en-
gage in crass commercialisation
to market their services as if
such services are like soaps and

toiletries, which will not pass
the higher professional stan-
dards evolved and practised by
the Indian Chartered Account-
ants profession. This has result-
ed in a cultural shock to the CA
profession in India. With the
can of worms of the frauds of
the global CA firms opening in
the U.S. what would happen to
and in India if such substan-
dard professional culture were
allowed in India is evident.

It is against this background
that an action committee has
been constituted by CAs to cre-
ate awareness in the profession
and among the public and to
initiate steps to correct the dis-
tortions and to re-establish a
level playing field for the Indian
Chartered Accountants both
within India and outside.

The Action Committee has
planned a mass contract pro-
gramme at the all India level. As
a beginning, the first conven-
tion of CAs is being organised
by the action committee at the
Bharatiya Vidya Bhavan, Myla-
pore, Chennai on Sunday, Sep-
tember 1, 2002, in which over a
thousand CAs are expected to
participate. This will be soon
followed by similar conventions
in Hyderabad and Bangalore,
and later in other centres.

Maharashtra to initiate power reforms

MUMBAI, AUG. 28. Since financers for
building power capacities insist on re-
forms, Maharashtra plans to set up a
group of non-governmental experts to
give thrust to reforms. The decision
was taken at today’s Cabinet meeting,
with the knowledge that if left to Gov-
ernment, the reforms would not be in
place. 

The process of reforms in the power
sector would be initiated in the cur-
rent financial year, and would contin-
ue for the next five years. 

The Cabinet also adopted a white
paper on power sector reforms and re-
leased it for public debate. Already,
the document incorporates views of
the public. An estimated Rs. 30,475
crores is needed in the next 10 years
to add to generation and improvement

of transmission and distribution. 
The white paper recommends vari-

ous reforms to promote the develop-
ment of an efficient, commercially
viable and competitive energy sector
to provide reliable, quality and unin-
terrupted supply at reasonable prices. 

After the Enron-sponsored Dabhol
Power Company is kept off, power ca-
pacity has not gone up. A load-shed-
ding of up to 2,000 MW a day is
required at peak time. Unbundling
and privatisation are seen as remedies.
But the Maharashtra Government does
not like to give up the distribution
sector, though it is keen on incorpo-
rating “the lessons learnt from Orissa
and the unfolding Delhi experiences’’. 

While the industry wants the Gov-
ernment to end monopoly in the pow-
er sector, consumer organisations and
NGOs feel that unbundling and inter-

nal reforms in the Maharashtra State
Electricity Board are enough. 

The white paper says the MSEB has
not realised dues and is starved of
funds even to buy meters on the oth-
er. Fifteen per cent of consumers do
not have meters. Maharashtra’s in-
stalled capacity comprises 9,771 MW
with the MSEB, 1,774 MW with Tatas
and BSES and a share of 2,375 MW
from the Centre apart from a captive
capacity of 641 MW. 

The white paper admits that the av-
erage gap between cost of power and
revenue realisation has increased from
51 paise a kwh in 1999-2000 to 73
paise in 2000-2001 and its current re-
ceivables are a whopping Rs. 7,114
crores equivalent to seven months’
sales. Of this, Rs. 5,226 crores has
been outstanding for more than a
year.
